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2 Background and Current IT Infrastructure

To bring uniformity, security and centralized access OICL has adopted integrated non-life insurance
application software, named INLIAS. INLIAS is running successfully in around 1800 offices of OICL in a
centralized architecture. The application serves the entire business requirements of OICL. Its scope
covers from underwriting, accounting, claims processing, report generation and reinsurance requirements.

OICL has its own software development team that manages payroll, PF, web portal and other IT systems
used in OICL.

Daily around 40,000 documents (proposal, endorsement etc.) are being entered into the system. Users
generate around 50,000 transaction reports (Premium receipt etc.) and 25000 non-transaction reports (GL
Summary etc.) on a normal working day. The transaction load increases by around 10% on every month-
end/year-end. Also the volume of report-generation increases on the first three working days of every
month.

OICL has its data centre site at Bengaluru and Disaster recovery site at Navi Mumbai. The following
sections briefly describe the core insurance application and portal application which are required to be
integrated with the enterprise content management solution.

2.1 INLIAS Architecture

BACK-END:

INLIAS is an intranet based application with 3-tier architecture. The infrastructure is hosted at OICL’s
centralized Data Centre. The Oracle application server suite is being used to serve client interface and
reporting requirements. The Oracle 11g database is hosted on a high-end SUN SPARC server. The OS
platform for all the database, application and reporting servers is Solaris 10.

LAN architecture is similar in Data Centre and Disaster Recovery Sites. Users have to use separate URLs
for accessing individual sites.

FRONT-END:

There is no INLIAS specific client-side software. Users open the application using a generic browser (IE 5
and above) with java component (Jinitiator 1.3.1.22) installed. User requests are received by a load
balancer and routed to one of the available application servers. Thereafter a session will be established
between client and the server. Users cannot hit individual application servers and all offices use the same
URL for accessing the application.

2.2 Web Portal and Mobile Applications for OICL

OICL’s current web portal is on Liferay. The Portal solution is integrated with the core INLIAS insurance
application for various business transactions and queries. OICL’s technology architecture vision for this
Portal solution is on a “Service Oriented Architecture Model”.

The overall architecture has been divided into the following distinct layers as below:

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The mobile application architecture leverages the Service Oriented Architecture provided by the service
layer of the portal application. The application has a lightweight User Interface layer comprising of HTML5
and CSS3 and it consumes the business services through a JSON (JavaScript Object Notation) interface.

Hardware for DC & DR Site

The Enterprise content management solution shall be deployed on High-Availability architecture.
The solution shall be designed without any single point of failure. The solution shall provide for
load balancing in every required layer. The solution shall provide the ability to recover from
failures and shall also provide clustering features, thus protecting against many multiple
component failures.

5.3 Tender Document

bidder’s risk and shall result in the rejection of the bid.

5.3.2 Clarification of Tender document & Pre-Bid Meeting

5.3.3 Amendment of Tender document

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of Proposal, OICL may, for any reason, whether at its own
initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective bidder, modify the tender document by
an amendment.

The amendment will be notified in writing or by email or by fax to all prospective bidders who have
purchased the tender document and will be binding on them.

5.4 Bid Preparation

5.4.1 Language of Bids

The Bids prepared by the bidder and all correspondence and documents relating to the bids exchanged by
the bidder and OICL, shall be written in the English language. Any printed literature furnished by the
Bidder may be written in another language so long the same is accompanied by an English translation in
which case, for purposes of interpretation of the bid, the English translation shall govern.
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5.4.2 Documents comprising the bid

5.4.3 Due Diligence

The Bidder is expected to and shall be deemed to have examined all instructions, forms, terms and
specifications in this Tender Document. The Bid should be precise, complete and in the prescribed format
as per the requirement of the Tender Document. Failure to furnish all information and documents required
by the Tender Document or submission of a bid not responsive to the Tender Document in every respect
will be at the Bidder’s risk and may result in rejection of the bid. OICL shall at its sole discretion be entitled
to determine the adequacy / sufficiency of the information provided by the Bidder.

5.4.4 Firm Price

Prices quoted by the bidder should be all firm and final, and shall not be subject to any escalation
whatsoever during the period of the contract. Prices should indicate the price at site and should include all
state and central taxes, Viz. sales tax, service tax, excise & custom duties on the final finished
outputs/services tendered for. Octroi and local levies, if any payable, should be paid by the bidder and will
be reimbursed on production of original receipts.

Prices should be shown separately for each item of services and other aspects as detailed in bid
documents.

5.4.5 Bid Security

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5.4.6 Period of validity of Bids

Bids shall remain valid for 180 days from the last date of submission of commercial bid prescribed by
OICL. A bid valid for a shorter period may be rejected by OICL as non-responsive.

In exceptional circumstances, OICL may solicit the bidder's consent to an extension of the period of
validity. The request and the responses thereto shall be made in writing (or by fax). The bid security
validity shall also be suitably extended. A bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting his bid security.
A bidder granting the request will not be required nor permitted to modify his bid.

5.4.7 Disclosure of Prices

Prices in any form or by any reasons should not be revealed in pre-qualification or technical bid or before
opening the commercial bid in any form, failing which the offer shall be liable to be rejected. If price
change is envisaged due to technical clarification, revised commercial bid in a separate sealed envelope
shall be accepted with prior written permission of OICL.

5.4.8 Local Conditions

It will be imperative on each bidder to fully acquaint with the local conditions and factors, which would
have any effect on the performance of the contract and / or the cost.

5.4.9 Proposal Ownership

The proposal and all supporting documentation submitted by the vendor shall become the property of
OICL.

5.4.10 Proposal Format

Solution providers are requested to submit a written proposal containing full details of the proposed
solutions to cover the requirements of this RFP. In the interests of consistency and in order to enable an
efficient and fair evaluation process, proposals are required to conform to the following:

1. Proposals shall mirror the format and sequence of the RFP.

2. Proposals shall include specific statements of compliance or otherwise, for each requirement
within this RFP.
3. Proposals shall be self-contained and not rely on references to manuals or brochures

4. Itis mandatory for the bidder to quote for all the items mentioned in the tender.

5.5 Bid Submission

5.5.1 Sealing and marking of Bids

The bidders shall seal and mark each of the copies (two printed and one soft copy where applicable) of
the pre-qualification bid, the technical bid and the commercial bid respectively. In case of nhon-compliance,
OICL will assume no responsibility for the bid’s misplacement or premature opening.
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5.5.2 Last date of Receipt of Bids

Bids must be received by OICL at the address specified under section 1.4 not later than the time and date
specified in section 1.4. In the event of the specified date for the receipt of bids being declared a holiday
for OICL, the bids will be received till the appointed time on the next working day.

OICL may, at their discretion, extend the last date for the receipt of bids by amending the tender document
in which case all rights and obligation of OICL and bidders previously subject to the last date will thereafter
be subject to the last date as extended.

5.5.3 Late Bids

Any bid received by OICL after the last date & time for receipt of bids prescribed by OICL (refer 1.4) will be
rejected and /or returned unopened to the bidder.

5.5.4 Modification and withdrawal of Bids

The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after the bid’s submission, provided that written notice of the
modification or withdrawal is received by OICL prior to the last date prescribed for receipt of bids.

The bidder's modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and dispatched in
accordance with the provisions of section 5.4. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by fax but followed by
a signed confirmation copy, post marked not later than the last date for receipt of bids.

No bid may be modified subsequent to the last date for receipt of bids.

No bid may be withdrawn in the interval between the last date for receipt of bids, and the expiry of the bid
validity period specified by the bidder in the bid. Withdrawal of a bid during this interval may result in
forfeiture of the bidder’s bid security.

5.5.5 Address for correspondence

Bidder: The bidder shall designate the official mailing address, place, telephone number, fax number and
e-mail address to which all correspondence shall be sent by OICL.

OICL: Correspondence with OICL should be made at the address specified under section 1.4. OICL will
not be responsible for non-receipt of any communication sent by the bidder or for any communication sent
to any other office of the OICL.

5.5.6 Clarifications

If deemed necessary, OICL may seek clarifications on any aspect from the bidder. However, that would
not entitle the bidder to change or cause any change in the substance of the bid submitted or price quoted.
OICL may, if it so desires, ask the bidder to give presentation for the purpose of clarification of the tender.
All expenses for this purpose, as also for the preparation of documents and other meetings, will be borne
by the bidders.

5.5.7 Preliminary Examination

OICL will examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors
have been made, whether required bid security has been furnished, whether the documents have been
properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in order.
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Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price
and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and
the total price shall be corrected. If the bidder does not accept the correction of the errors, his bid will be
rejected. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words will prevail.

A bid determined as not substantially responsive will be rejected by OICL and may not subsequently be
made responsive by the bidder by correction of the non-conformity.

OICL may waive any minor informality or non-conformity or irregularity in a bid, which does not constitute
a material deviation, provided such waiver does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any bidder.

5.5.8 Verification

OICL reserves the right to conduct a verification of the customer references submitted by the bidder. OICL
also reserves the right to conduct a verification of the competency and infrastructure of the bidder. OICL
will conduct all or any of these verifications to satisfy itself on the bidder’s capability to supply the tendered
products and services compliant to the requirement specifications defined in this tender.

In the event of the verification revealing that a bidder does not have the capability to supply the tendered
services compliant to the requirement specifications defined in this tender, OICL may at its discretion
reject the bid.

5.5.9 Exerting Undue Influence

Bidder shall NOT contact OICL on any matter relating to this bid, from the time of the submission of
commercial bid to the time the contract is awarded.

Any effort by a bidder to influence OICL’s bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award decision may
result in the rejection of the bid.

5.6 Award of Contract

5.6.1 Award criteria

Pursuant to the pre-qualification criterion mentioned in section 1.5 bidders will be short-listed for technical
bid. Technical bids of only those bidders who succeed the pre-qualification criteria shall be opened.

OICL will review the technical bids of the short-listed bidders to determine whether the technical bids are
substantially responsive. Bids that are not substantially responsive are liable to be disqualified at OICL’s
discretion.

The commercial bids for the technically qualified bidders will then be opened and reviewed to determine
whether the commercial bids are substantially responsive. Bids that are not substantially responsive are
liable to be disqualified at OICL’S discretion.

OICL will award the contract to the successful bidder whose bid has been determined to be substantially
responsive and has been determined as the lowest commercial bid (L1).

Please note: The consolidated prices given in the Appendix 1 - Commercial Bid Details (TCO Sheet i.e.
Total Cost of Ownership) shall be considered for Lowest Commercial bid (L1).
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5.6.2 OICL’s Right to accept any bid/ reject any or all bids

OICL reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the tender process at any time prior to
award of contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders or any obligation
to inform the affected bidder or bidders of the grounds for OICL'’s action.

5.6.3 Notification of Award

Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, OICL will notify the bidder(s) in writing that his bid has
been accepted and the same should be acknowledged by the bidder.

The notification of award will constitute the formation of the contract.

The successful bidder’s bid security will be returned upon the bidder signing the contract, and furnishing
the performance security

Unsuccessful bidder’s bid security will be returned as promptly as possible.

5.6.4 Signing of Contract

At the same time as OICL notifies the bidder that his bid has been accepted, OICL will send the bidder the
contract form as per Annexure 10-Contract Form provided as a part of this tender document, incorporating
all agreements between the parties.

On receipt of the contract form, the bidder shall sign and date the contract form, and return it to OICL on a
mutually decided date.

5.6.5 Performance Security

Within 15 days after the receipt of Notification of Award from OICL, the bidder shall furnish performance
security to OICL as per Pro-forma prescribed in Appendix 5- Performance security, which shall be equal to
10 percent of the value of the contract - valid till six months after date of expiry of six year Contract period,
in the form of a bank guarantee from a nationalized/ scheduled bank as per the norms laid by the RBI.

Failure of the bidder to comply with this requirement of submitting the Performance security shall
constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security, in which
event OICL may make the award to the other bidders or call for new bids.

5.6.6 Consortiums

The bidder should be an individual organization. Consortium shall not be allowed.

5.6.7 Publicity

Any publicity by the bidder in which the name of OICL is to be used, should be done only with the explicit
written permission from OICL.
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6 Bid Evaluation Methodology

The competitive bids shall be evaluated in three stages:

» Stage 1 — Eligibility Evaluation

6.1 Eligibility Evaluation

Eligibility criterion for the Bidders to qualify this stage is clearly mentioned in Section 1.5 - Eligibility Criteria
of this document. The Bidders who meet ALL these criteria would only qualify for the second stage of
evaluation. The Bidder would also need to provide supporting documents for eligibility proof. All the
credentials of the Bidder necessarily need to be relevant to the Indian market.

The decision of OICL shall be final and binding on all the Bidders to this document. OICL may accept or
reject an offer without assigning any reason whatsoever.

6.2 Technical Evaluation

The technical proposals will be subjected to evaluation at the first stage post qualification of general
eligibility criteria. The bidders scoring less than 70 percent marks (cut-off marks) in the technical
evaluation shall not be considered for commercial opening of the bids. Once the evaluation of technical
proposals is completed, the bidders who score more than the prescribed cut-off score will only be short-
listed for commercial opening of the bids.

The commercial evaluation will be based on the lowest cost offered by the bidders who have crossed the
cut-off marks in technical evaluation.

OICL reserves the right to modify / amend the evaluation process at any time during the Bid process,
without assigning any reason, whatsoever, and without any requirement of intimating the Bidders of any
such change. Any time during the process of evaluation, OICL may seek specific clarifications from any or
all the Bidders. OICL’s decision in this regard shall be final & binding and no further discussion/interface
will be held with the bidders whose bids are technically disqualified / rejected.

6.3 Commercial Bid Evaluation

The commercial bids for the technically qualified Bidders will be opened and reviewed to determine
whether the commercial bids are substantially responsive. Bids that are not substantially responsive are
liable to be disqualified at OICL’S discretion. The total cost of ownership for the purpose of evaluation shall
be calculated over the contract period of 6 years.

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7 Terms and Conditions

7.1 Applicability

7.2 Use of Contract document and Information

The bidder shall not, without OICL’s prior written consent, disclose the contract or any provision thereof, or
any specification, design, drawing, pattern, sample or information furnished by or on behalf of OICL in
connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the bidder in the performance of the
contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only as
far as may be necessary for purposes of such performance.

The bidder shall not without OICL’s prior written consent, make use of any document or information
forming a part of this tender except for purpose of performing the contract.

7.6 Currency of Payments

All payments shall be made in Indian Rupees (INR) only.

7.7 Insurance

The insurance shall be for an amount equal to 100 percent of the value of the Products from Warehouse
to final destination on "All Risks" basis including War Risks and Strikes, valid for a period not less than one
month after installation and commissioning and issue of acceptance certificate by OICL. Should any loss
or damage occur, the Supplier shall initiate and pursue claim till settlement and promptly make
arrangements for repair and/or replacement of any damaged item irrespective of settlement of claim by the
underwriters.

7.8 Change Orders

OICL may at any time, by a written order given to the bidder, make changes within the general scope of
the contract in the service to be provided by the bidder.

If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for the bidders
performance of any part of the work under the contract, whether changed or not changed by the order, an
equitable adjustment shall be made in the contract price or events schedule, or both and the contract shall
accordingly be amended. Any claims by the bidder for adjustment under this clause must be asserted
within thirty days from the date of the bidder’s receipt of OICL’s change order.

7.9 Contract Amendment

No variation in or modification of the terms of the contract shall be made except by written amendment
signed by the parties.

7.10 Assignment

The bidder shall not assign, in whole or in part, his obligations to perform under the contract, to any other
party or persons, except with OICL'’s prior written consent. The permission, if any, of OICL has to be taken
before award of the contract.

7.11 Sub Contract

The bidder shall notify OICL in writing of all subcontracts awarded under the contract if not already
specified in his bid. It is clarified that notwithstanding the use of sub-contractors by the Bidder, the Bidder
shall be solely responsible for performance of all obligations under the RFP irrespective of the failure or
inability of the subcontractor chosen by the Bidder to perform its obligations. The Bidder shall also have
the responsibility for payment of all dues and contributions, as applicable including any statutory
requirement and compliance. No additional cost will be incurred by OICL on account of sub-contract, if
any.
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7.12 Delays in the bidder’s performance

Hardware delivery, Development and Implementation of the ECM solution as per the requirements
specified in the RFP and performance of service shall be made by the bidder in accordance with the time
schedule specified and agreed by OICL in the contract.

Any delay by the bidder in the performance of his implementation/service/other obligations will be
evaluated by the Steering Committee comprising senior executives of OICL and decide a performance
delay on account of bidder which shall render the bidder liable to any or all of the following sanctions:

1. forfeiture of his performance security,
2. imposition of liquidated damages, and/ or
3. termination of the contract for default.

If at any time during performance of the contract, the bidder should encounter conditions impeding timely
implementation of the ECM Solution, performance of services, the bidder shall promptly notify OICL in
writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s), before the scheduled delivery /
installation / implementation date. OICL shall evaluate the situation after receipt of the bidders notice and
may at their discretion extend the bidder’s time for delivery / installation / implementation, in which case
the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of the contract. If the bidder’'s request to delay
the implementation of the ECM Solution and performance of services is not found acceptable to OICL, the
above mentioned clause would be invoked.

7.13 Liquidated Damages

If the bidder fails to meet the milestones-3 specified in Section 3.8, within the specified timelines, OICL
shall without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct from the contract price, as
liquidated damages, a sum equivalent to 0.5% of the contract price for every week (seven days) or part
thereof of delay, up to maximum deduction of 10% of the contract price. Once the maximum is reached,
OICL may consider termination of the contract. Performance of services shall be within the norms
specified in the Service Level Agreement (SLA) forming a part of the contract. In case bidder fails to meet
the above standards of maintenance, there will be a penalty as specified in the SLA.

7.14 Termination for Default

OICL may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by 30 calendar days written notice
of default sent to the bidder, terminate the contract in whole or in part:

1. If the bidder fails to deliver any or all of the Solution and services within the time period(s)
specified in the contract, or any extension thereof granted by OICL; or
2. If the bidder fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract

In the event of OICL terminating the contract in whole or in part, pursuant to above mentioned clause,

OICL may procure, upon such terms and in such manner, as it deems appropriate, goods and services
similar to those undelivered and the bidder shall be liable to OICL for any excess costs incurred for
procurement of such similar goods or services. However, the bidder shall continue performance of the
contract to the extent not terminated.

7.15 Force Majeure

The bidder shall not be liable for forfeiture of his performance security, liquidated damages or termination
for default, if and to the extent that, his delay in performance or other failure to perform his obligations
under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, “Force Majeure” means an event beyond the control of the bidder and not
involving the bidder and not involving the bidder’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events
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may include, but are not restricted to, acts of OICL either in its sovereign or contractual capacity, wars or
revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the bidder shall promptly notify OICL in writing of such conditions and
the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by OICL, the bidder shall seek all reasonable alternative
means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

7.16 Termination for Insolvency

OICL may at any time terminate the contract by giving written notice to the bidder, without compensation
to the bidder, if:

a) The bidder becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent, provided that such termination will not prejudice
or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to OICL.

b) the bidder being a company is wound up voluntarily or by the order of a court or a receiver, or
manager is appointed on behalf of the debenture/shareholders or circumstances occur entitling the
court or debenture/shareholders to appoint a receiver or a manager, provided that such termination
will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy accrued or that might accrue thereafter to the
OICL.

7.17 Termination for Convenience

Either party may, by 30 calendar days written notice sent to the other party, terminate the contract, in
whole or in part at any time of their convenience. The notice of termination shall specify that termination is
for OICL’s convenience, the extent to which performance of work under the contract is terminated, and the
date upon which such termination becomes effective.

In such termination OICL shall pay to the bidder a mutually agreed amount for partially completed services
by the bidder.

7.18 Arbitration

OICL and the bidder shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation, any
disagreement or dispute, arising between them under or in connection with the contract.

If, after thirty (30) days from the commencement of such informal negotiations, OICL and the bidder have
been unable to resolve amicably a contract dispute, either party may require that the dispute be referred
for resolution to the formal mechanism specified below.

In the case of a dispute or difference arising between OICL and the bidder relating to any matter arising
out of or connected with this contract, such dispute or difference shall be referred to the award of two
arbitrators, one arbitrator to be nominated by OICL and the other to be nhominated by the bidder or in case
of the said arbitrators not agreeing, then to the award of an umpire to be appointed by the arbitrators in
writing before proceedings to the reference, and in case arbitrators cannot agree to the umpire, he may be
nominated by the Arbitration Council of India/ Institution of Engineers, India. The award of the arbitrators,
and in the event of their not agreeing, of the umpire appointed by them or by the Arbitration Council of
India/ Institution of Engineers, India shall be final and binding on the parties.

The Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996, the rules there under and any statutory modification or
re-enactments thereof made till the date of signing of contract, shall apply to the arbitration proceedings.
The venue of arbitration shall be the place from where the contract is issued i.e. Jurisdiction of Delhi High
Court.

7.19 Governing Language

The contract shall be written in the language of the bid, as specified by OICL in the instructions to bidders.
All correspondence and other documents pertaining to the contract, which are exchanged by the parties,
shall be written in that same language. English Language version of the contract shall govern its
implementation.

7.20 Applicable Law

The contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the Indian Laws for the time being enforced and will
be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of Courts at Delhi (with the exclusion of all other Courts)

7.21 Notices

Any notice by one party to the other pursuant to the contract shall be sent in writing or by fax/ e-mail and
confirmed in writing to the address specified for that purpose in the contract.
A notice shall be effective when delivered or on the notice’s effective date, whichever is later.

7.22 Prices

The prices quoted in this RFP shall be firm throughout the period of contract and shall not be subject to
any escalation.

7.23 Deduction

All payments shall be subject to deductions (such as TDS) of any amount, for which the bidder is liable
under the agreement against this tender.

7.24 Taxes and Duties

The bidder shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, and demurrage charges etc.,
incurred until delivery of the services to OICL. However, Octroi / local levies (if any), in respect of
transaction between OICL and bidder, will be reimbursed by OICL, on submission of proof of actual
transaction. If there is any increase/decrease in taxes/ duties due to any reason after Notification of
Award, the same shall be passed on to OICL.

7.25 No Claim Certificate

The bidder shall not be entitled to make any claim whatsoever against OICL under or by virtue of or arising
out of this contract, nor shall OICL entertain or consider any such claim, if made by the bidder after he
shall have signed a “No Claim” certificate in favour of OICL in such forms as shall be required by OICL
after the works are finally accepted.

7.26 Confidentiality

Bidder understands and agrees that all materials and information marked and identified by OICL as
‘Confidential’ are valuable assets of OICL and are to be considered OICL's proprietary information and
property. Bidder will treat all confidential materials and information provided by OICL with the highest
degree of care necessary to insure that unauthorized disclosure does not occur. Bidder will not use or
disclose any materials or information provided by OICL without OICL's prior written approval.

Bidder shall not be liable for disclosure or use of any materials or information provided by OICL or
developed by Bidder which is:
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a. possessed by Bidder prior to receipt from OICL, other than through prior disclosure by OICL,

as documented by Bidder's written records;

b. published or available to the general public otherwise than through a breach of Confidentiality;

or

c. obtained by Bidder from a third party with a valid right to make such disclosure, provided that

said third party is not under a confidentiality obligation to OICL; or
d. Developed independently by the bidder.

In the event that Bidder is required by judicial or administrative process to disclose any information or
materials required to be held confidential hereunder, Bidder shall promptly notify OICL and allow OICL a
reasonable time to oppose such process before making disclosure.

Bidder understands and agrees that any use or dissemination of information in violation of this
Confidentiality Clause will cause OICL irreparable harm, may leave OICL with no adequate remedy at law
and OICL is entitled to seek to injunctive relief.

Nothing herein shall be construed as granting to either party any right or license under any copyrights,
inventions, or patents now or hereafter owned or controlled by the other party.

The requirements of use and confidentiality set forth herein shall survive the expiration, termination or
cancellation of this tender.

Nothing contained in this contract shall limit the bidder from providing similar services to any third parties
or reusing the skills, know-how, and experience gained by the employees in providing the services
contemplated under this contract.

7.27 End of Agreement Data Handling

The Bidder agrees that upon termination of this Agreement it shall return all data to OICL in a useable
electronic form, and erase, destroy, and render unreadable all data in its entirety in accordance to the prior
stated Data Sanitization and Safe Disposal provisions. Data must be rendered in a manner that prevents
its physical reconstruction through the use of commonly available file restoration utilities. Certification in
writing that these actions have been completed must be provided within 30 days of the termination of this
Agreement.

7.28 Tools and Equipment

The bidder shall provide all necessary tools and equipment required for the installation, maintenance and
implementation of the supplied equipment, solution & services.

7.29 Supervision

The bidder shall ensure that all activities are carried out under the direct supervision of qualified / certified
personnel.

7.30 Rights reserved by OICL

1. Company reserves the right to accept or reject any or all Bids without assigning any reasons.
2. Company reserves the right to verify the validity of information given by the bidders. If at any

future point of time, it is found that the bidder had made a statement, which is factually incorrect,
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OICL will reserve the right to debar the bidder from bidding prospectively for a period to be
decided by OICL and take any other action as maybe deemed necessary.

3. OICL reserves the right to issue a fresh RFP for Supply, Installation, Implementation, Maintenance

7.31 Limitation of Liability

terms of reference should be critically reviewed / modified so as to address the reasons of not getting any
acceptable bid in the earlier Invitation for Bids.

7.33 Corrupt or fraudulent practice

a) Bidder shall observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of the
contract.

b) OICL shall reject a proposal for award if it comes to the knowledge of OICL that the Bidder is
engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the bid.

c) OICL will declare a Bidder ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded
a contract if it at any time determines that the Bidder was engaged in corrupt or fraudulent
practices in competing for this bid, or in executing the contract.

7.34 Arithmetical Errors

The Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit
price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall
prevail and the total price shall be corrected. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the
amount in words shall prevail. If the bidder does not accept the correction of errors, its bid will be rejected
and its EMD may be forfeited.

7.35 Repeat Order

OICL may place the repeat order for a quantity upto 50% of the original order quantity within six months of
placing the original order.
