3 The bidder is expected to specify the type of licences along with the details with respect to quantity, rate,
etc., wherever applicable.
4 In case the bidder includes/combines any line item as part of any other line item in the commercial bid,

then this has to be clearly mentioned in the description indicating the line item which contains the
combination

5 The bidder has to quote for each line item. If any line item is part of the solution proposed in the RFP
response, it has to be referenced. If it is not applicable, then the Bidder has to mention Not Applicable

6 The Bidder may insert additional line items as applicable based on the solution offered in the respective
